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193A—3.14 (542) Obtaining the certificate.
3.14(1) A candidate who successfully passes the examination, completes the ethics course and

examination and meets all of the requirements outlined in rule 193A—3.1(542) shall make application
for the certificate on a form which may be obtained from the board office or on the board’s Web site. An
applicant for a certificate may be denied the certificate for reasons outlined in subrule 3.4(3), 3.4(4), or
3.4(5) regardless of when the incident occurred.

3.14(2) A candidate who meets the requirements for a certificate outlined in rule 193A—3.1(542)
shall file an application for a certificate within three years of the date of passing the examination. If
the candidate does not file an application for a certificate within the required time frame, the candidate
must comply with the basic continuing education requirements outlined in rule 193A—10.5(542) prior
to filing an application. The required continuing education hours shall include a minimum of eight hours
of continuing education every three years devoted to financial statement presentation, such as courses
covering the statements on standards for accounting and review services (SSARS) and accounting and
auditing updates.
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
