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655—2.4(152) Provisional approval.
2.4(1) Provisional approval may be granted to a program if the board determines that the program

does not meet the criteria for approval:
a. At any time during the progression of the program.
b. During the full approval procedure of the program.
2.4(2) At the time of provisional approval, the board:
a. Shall meet with representatives of the program and controlling institution to determine the

length of provisional approval, set conditions for approval, and identify outcomes. The program shall
notify students of provisional approval.

b. May require progress reports and a site visit.
c. Shall meet with representatives of the program and controlling institution prior to the expiration

of the program’s provisional approval to determine if outcomes are met.
d. Shall deny or withdraw approval if the board determines that the program failed to meet the

conditions for full approval.
