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281—25.22 (2601) Applicants for tuition assistance—additional provisions.

25.22(1) An applicant for tuition assistance under this chapter shall provide to the gap tuition
assistance coordinator at the community college receiving the application documentation of all sources
of income.

25.22(2) Only an applicant eligible to work in the United States shall be approved for tuition
assistance under this chapter.

25.22(3) An application shall be valid for six months from the date of signature on the application.

25.22(4) An applicant shall not be approved for tuition assistance under this chapter for more than
one eligible certificate program.

25.22(5) Eligibility for tuition assistance under this chapter shall not be construed to guarantee
enrollment in any community college certificate program.

25.22(6) Eligibility for tuition assistance under this chapter shall be limited to individuals earning
incomes at or below 200 percent of the federal poverty level as defined by the most recently revised
poverty income guidelines published by the United States Department of Health and Human Services.
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
