16.1(1) The Washington, D.C., internship grant is a state-supported and state-administered grant to

a national nonprofit organization to be used to assist Iowa students in financing the costs of internship
programs in Washington, D.C.

16.1(2) Definitions. As used in this chapter:
“Internship” means a placement inWashington, D.C., for which the recipient receives college credit

that is directly applied to the recipient’s transcript at the Iowa college or university in which the recipient
is enrolled.
