An Act to amend section five hundred ninety-five point 

seventeen (595.17), Code 1950, relating to the requiring 
of blood test by persons exempted from the licensing 
provisions on religious grounds. 

Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

1 Section 1. Section five hundred ninety-five point 

2 seventeen (595.17), Code 1950, is hereby amended by striking 

3 from line six (6) after the word "relation" the period (.) 

4 and inserting in lieu thereof a semicolon (;) and adding 

5 "but each and every denomination and religious society 

6 thus exempted from the duties on the part of their members 

7 as to procuring a marriage license, before they allow 

8 such marriage relation to be entered into in their church, 

9 meeting or society, shall require and ascertain that a 

10 certificate as provided by chapter five hundred ninety-six 

11 (596), Code 1950, has been filed in the office of the clerk 

12 of the court, in the county where such marriage ceremony is 

13 to take place; and the clerk of the district court shall 

14 not make any record or certificate regarding such marriage 

15 or marriage ceremony until such certificate has been filed 
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16 in his office, as provided in section five hundred ninety-

17 six point two (596.2), Code 1950". 

EXPLANATION OF H. F . 155 

This Act clarifies the situation with regard to members of certain organizations 
who are exempted from the license provisions with regard to marriage, and specifi­
cally requires them to meet the requirements of chapter 596 of the code with regard 
to blood test before the issuance of marriage license. 
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
