A BILL FOR 
An Act to amend chapter three hundred twenty-one A (321 A), Code 

1950, relating to motor vehicle financial responsibility. 

Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

1 Section 1. Section three hundred twenty-one A point five 

2 (321A.5), Code 1950, is hereby amended by striking lines thirty-

3 one (31) to thirty-six (36) inclusive of subsection three (3) and 

4 inserting in lieu thereof the following: 

5 "Upon receipt of a report of a motor vehicle accident and 

6 information that an automobile liability policy or surety bond 

7 meeting the requirements of this chapter was in effect at the time 

8 of this accident covering liability for damages resulting from 

9 such accident, the commissioner shall forward by regular mail to 

10 the insurance carrier or surety carrier which issued such policy 

11 or bond a copy of such information concerning insurance or bond 

12 coverage, and it shall be presumed that such policy or bond was 

13 in effect and provided coverage to both the operator and the owner 

14 of the motor vehicle involved in such accident unless the insurance 

15 carrier or surety carrier shall notify the commissioner otherwise 

16 within fifteen days from the mailing of such information to such 
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17 carrier; provided, however, that in the event the commissioner 

18 shall later ascertain that erroneous information had been given him 

19 in respect to the insurance or bond coverage of the operator or owner 

20 of a motor vehicle involved in such accident, he shall take such 

21 action as he is otherwise authorized to do under this chapter 

22 within sixty days after the receipt by him of correct information 

23 with respect to such coverage." 

EXPLANATION OF H. F . 407 

This bill will require the operator or owner of a motor vehicle involved in an 
accident to also advise the department of public safety, when reporting such accident, 
as to what insurance bond coverage was in effect at the time of the accident covering 
his liability for damages resulting from such accident. This information would then 
be forwarded to the insurance or bond carrier and would be presumed to be correct 
unless such carrier ^ advises otherwise within 15 days after the transmittal of such 
information. Provision is also made for proper action to be taken by the commissioner 
in those cases when such information given by the reporting party is later shown to 
be erroneous or fraudulent. 
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
