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A BILL FOR

An Act relating to fees and mileage of municipal court bailiffs
and their deputies.

Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

Section 1. Section six hundred two point thirty-two (602.32)
Code 1962, is hereby amended as follows:

1. By striking the period in line eleven (11) and substituting
in lieu thereof the following: *, provided, however, that all
provisions of law relating to allowances of mileage and fees
relating to county sheriffs and deputies thereof shall apply to
municipal court bailiffs and deputies thereof.”

EXPLANATION OF HOUSE FILE 276

The purpose of this bill is to provide a realistic adjustment of mileage and fees of
municipal court bailiffs and deputies and making same equal to the mileage and fees
of the county sheriffs, inasmuch as the duties of the bailiffs and their deputies are the
same in the municipal court and co-extensive throughout their respective counties as are
the sheriffs’ in their relationship to district court. It is also apparent that, regardless
of the title of the office, there is no difference in actual, incurred expenses for mileage
and fees between municipal court bailiffs vis-a-vis county sheriffs, the intendment of
this act originally being to provide reimbursement for actual expenses incurred.
