Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

Section 1. Section eight point six (8.6), subsection
sixteen (16), Code 1962, is hereby amended by adding thereto
the following paragraph:

“The comptroller may, with the approval of the executive
council, require any state official, agency, department or
commission, to require any applicant, registrant, filer,
permit holder or license holder, whether individual, partnership,

trust or corporation, to submit to said official, agency,
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department or commission, the social security number or the tax
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number, or both, so assigned to said individual, partnership,

EXPLANATION OF HOUSE FILE 328

To insure that all persons, partnerships, trusts and corporations are filing tax re-
turns, and that all are paying the proper amount of taxes due, it is necessary that the
various licenses, tax returns, registrations, etec., submit these forms with the social
security number or tax number, or both, affixed. It will permit cross checking between
departments, and the local and federal government, on a single common number basis,
and will make administration of the individual departments both more effective and
less costly. It is of prime importance, particularly in the agreement between the fed-
efeaé government listing of tax returns filed and the Iowa listing of their tax returns
filed. )
