the first form and shall constitute a part of the certificate, 

and the stamp or seal of the officer shall be attached when 

necessary under the provision of this chapter and as provided 

in section 9E.6. No certificate of acknowledgment shall be 
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held to be defective on account of the failure to show the 

official title of the officer making the certificate if such 

title appears either in the body of such certificate or in 

connection therewith, or with the signature thereto. 

Sec. 8. Section 558.39, subsection 13, unnumbered 

paragraph 3, Code 2001, is amended to read as follows: 

(In all cases add a stamp or seal as provided in section 

9E.6A and a signature and title of the officer taking the 

acknowledgment, and strike from between the parentheses the 

word or clause not used, as the case may be.)
