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WHEREAS, the town of New Hampton, now the county 

seat of Chickasaw County, was founded 150 years ago in 

the northeast corner of Iowa, and now sits at the 

junction of United States Highways 18 and 63, with a 

population of approximately 3,692; and 

WHEREAS, the name of New Hampton was chosen by its 

earliest postmaster, who named the town after his own 

hometown; and 

WHEREAS, New Hampton serves as the commercial hub 

of Chickasaw County, with a pro-business attitude that 

encourages the growth and development of retail, 

industrial, and service-oriented enterprises; and 

WHEREAS, the government of New Hampton is served by 

dedicated and exceptional civic leaders who have been
