EXPLANATION

This bill relates to financial and regulatory matters by
making and increasing appropriations for the fiscal year
beginning July 1, 2005. The bill is organized into divisions.

EDUCATION -- This division makes an appropriation from the
rebuild Iowa infrastructure fund to the state board of regents
in order to provide for repair and restoration of Gilchrist
hall at the university of northern Iowa and the appropriation
does not revert until the close of the fiscal year that begins
on July 1, 2007.

HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES -- This division increases an
appropriation from the general fund of the state to the
department of human services for the state mental health
institute at Clarinda.

JUSTICE SYSTEM -- This division addresses certain
appropriations from the general fund of the state included in
the justice system budget.

Under the amendments, at least two weeks
prior to the executive council approving a payment
authorization, notice to the legislative services agency is

required.
