9 shall be given to applications from a city or county where an

12 located in a certified cultural and entertainment district. 

13 Under the cultural and entertainment district certification 

14 program, the bill provides that, in the certification process, 

15 the department of cultural affairs shall give additional 

• 16 consideration or additional points in the application of 

17 rating or evaluation criteria to applications from a city or 

18 county where an Iowa great places project has been identified 

19 under the Iowa great places program. 
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
